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In the Episcopal Church,
the Prelude typically refers
to a piece of music that is
played immediately before
the beginning of a service
and generally reflects the
theme, liturgical season,
or occasion of the day.

Worship begins with God.

For Jews and Christians,
this ancient songbook of
prayers is one of the pri-
mary resources for wor-
ship. They were also Je-
sus’ prayers—recall  his
allusions various psalms
throughout the Gospels,
such as Psalm 22:1 in
Matt. 27:46 and Mk.
15:34, Pss. 42:5, 11, and
43:5 in Matt. 26:38, In.
12:27. The psalms are
emotive, repetitious, con-
tradictory, earthy, angry
and full of wonder at sim-
ple things.

The Second Lesson (often
one of the Epistles) is
usually read in se-
quence, and the read-
ings from the Jewish
Scriptures are related to
either the Gospel or the
Epistle readings.

The example of Abraham; God’s promise realized through faith.

What then are we to say was gained by Abraham, our ancestor according to the flesh?
For if Abraham was justified by works, he has something to boast about, but not before
God. For what does the scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was reckoned to
him as righteousness.” Now to one who works, wages are not reckoned as a gift but as
something due. But to one who without works trusts him who justifies the ungodly,
such faith is reckoned as righteousness.

For the promise that he would inherit the world did not come to Abraham or to his
descendants through the law but through the righteousness of faith. If it is the
adherents of the law who are to be the heirs, faith is null and the promise is void. For
the law brings wrath; but where there is no law, neither is there violation.



The reading from the Gos-
pels, the climactic reading,
has attracted special cere-
monies, such as standing,
at least as far back as the
late fourth century. The
reading of the Gospel and
the book itself symbolize
the presence of Christ in
the liturgy of the word just
as the Eucharistic prayer
and the Eucharistic ele-
ments symbolize His pres-
ence in the liturgy of the
altar.

For this reason it depends on faith, in order that the promise may rest on grace and be
guaranteed to all his descendants, not only to the adherents of the law but also to
those who share the faith of Abraham (for he is the father of all of us, as it is written,
“I have made you the father of many nations”) — in the presence of the God in whom
he believed, who gives life to the dead and calls into existence the things that do not

exist.

The sermon may teach; it
may even be therapeutic;
it may offer a more pro-
found knowledge of the
biblical text, but these are
all side effects, not the
main point of preaching.
Though the reading and
preaching of the Word are
not a sacrament, it is sac-
ramental. That is to say,
by reading and preaching,
Christ does indeed become
present to the congrega-
tion, just as He becomes
present in the celebration
of the Eucharist.

The Nicene Creed is a
statement of belief widely
used in Christian liturgy. It
is called Nicene because it
was originally adopted in
the city of Nicaea (present
-day iznik, Turkey) by the
First Council of Nicaea in
325. In 381, it was amend-
ed at the First Council of
Constantinople, and the
amended form is referred
to as the Nicene or the
Niceno-Constantinopolitan
Creed. It defines Nicene
Christianity. The Oriental
Orthodox and Assyrian
churches use this profes-
sion of faith with the verbs
in the original plural ("we
believe"), but the Eastern
Orthodox and Catholic
churches convert those
verbs to the singular ("
believe"). The Anglican
and many Protestant de-
nominations generally use
the singular form, some-
times the plural.
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“So it is with everyone who is born of the Spirit.”

Nicodemus said to him, “How can these things be?” Jesus answered him, “Are you a
teacher of Israel, and yet you do not understand these things?

“Very truly, | tell you, we speak of what we know and testify to what we have seen;
yet you do not receive our testimony. If | have told you about earthly things and you
do not believe, how can you believe if | tell you about heavenly things? No one has
ascended into heaven except the one who descended from heaven, the Son of Man.

“And just as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, so must the Son of Man be
lifted up, that whoever believes in him may have eternal life. For God so loved the
world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish
but may have eternal life.

“Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order
that the world might be saved through him.”

The BCP uses the title
“Prayers of the People” for
the oratio fidelium or
general intercessions in
the Eucharist. Such pray-
ers have a long and vener-
able history. Their exist-
ence was first mentioned
by Justin Martyr about the
year 150, and for centuries
they formed a vital part of
the Daily Office and Eu-
charistic liturgy. In the
early church they usually
included a long series of
biddings that were chant-
ed by a deacon, to each of
which the people respond-
ed with Kyrie eleison.

The Confession of Sin is
the corporate acknowl-
edgement of our sin
(missing the mark) and
our desire to live into the
fullness of God’s call for
us.

In the Absolution the
priest proclaims  God'’s
abundant grace and de-
clares forgiveness to all.
